· You are more than a conqueror. You are a finisher…a warrior. Go all the way and finish the assignment God has given you in this season and throughout your life. Serve the purpose of God in your generation and finish strong.

Yes, “There Is An Endless Song” in our lives that sings “How Can I Keep From Singing Your Praise!”  Sometimes when writing these annual reports it would be easier if the Worship Music Ministry just typed out many of the powerful lyrics from songs sung in the previous year. Some of the very lyrics we sing are all we need to report about because they are God’s anointed word that brings us straight to His heart. Lyrics like “In Every Season You Are Still God And I Have A Reason To Sing I Have A Reason To Worship… I Will Bring Praise!”  
A few Praise and Worship Ministry highlights from 2009:

GHCC has A Heart of Praise and Worship. Every corporate gathering in 2009 whether a small group ministry, mid-week services or Sunday morning services there is a sense of anticipation to draw close to the Heart of our Lord and Savior and all that He is.

The message was from the story of Paul and Silas and how they stood and remained standing in praise and worship until the Chains Were Broken. God Is Looking for the Ones who will Stand and Praise until The Glory Comes and brings The Victory!

Our youth led GHCC in our first ever 24 Hours of non-stop Praise and Worship. The youth aren’t being led by the emotion of music and great lyrics, but the power of praise and worship has ignited something in their hearts and they understand that praise is their weapon of warfare. 

Our children’s presentation of “Love Came Down” was the intimate heart of God for mankind, what deeper heart of worship has there ever been than God’s intimate love for us. Our children reminded us of this simple message “Because That’s What Love Does, It Puts The Beloved Before Itself!”

There were many significant times of praise and worship in 2009 and the above were some highlights of a few, but the best is yet to come because 2010 is even going to get better:  

Make His Praise Glorious (Psalm 66.2) there is an extreme sense that we are to make this our passion for our Praise and Worship in 2010. Not that we haven’t before but that we press onto greater praise and making a greater deal about the ONE we praise and worship!  Making the Lord Himself, His Presence, His everlasting love all much bigger than we ever have before here on in Earth. Praise invokes God’s presence. It gets God’s attention, it creates an atmosphere.  Psalm 22:3 says that God inhabits the praises of His people, so when God's people praise Him, He draws near and worship results.
God does not need either our praise or our worship, He is God no matter what we do or don't do, but we need His presence. God's presence comes through our praise. If we desire to live an abundant lifestyle in 2010, we must learn to Cultivate An Environment Of Praise.

New Heart Ministries Annual Report - 2009
New Heart Ministries is based on Ezek 36:26-28, Ezek 11:19-20, Zech 7:12, 2 Cor. 3:3  
In the last part of June, Christine and I presented a vision that God had laid on my heart, which was to reach the broken and hurting of our community. We would do this by following the example of Pastor Ron Brooks of West gate Chapel and creating a safe place for this people group to meet, talk and pray about life controlling issues, as well as assist them in receiving their healing and new heart from Jesus.

We began meeting weekly with a few people that the Lord had led us to believe would be our armor bearers. With Dan and Iona Rowley, Tim and Kerrianne Gregg, as well as Jeff and Keri Nelson we began praying this ministry and its support team in.

In July we met with the pastors and elders to present the vision of New Heart Ministries and specifically New Heart Healing and Recovery.  Before presenting this vision to the Pastors and Elders, Christine and I asked the Lord for a word of conformation and He led us to Luke 15:4-7 ( Jesus tells a parable about the one lost sheep out of a hundred), also from James 2:14-17( faith accompanied by deeds.)

The ministry was approved with Carl and Christine Graver as directors and the core group of leaders consisting of the above named. We prayerfully began moving foreword with the ministry by praying in the support team and all the details involved.

Since July we have met nearly every Tuesday evening for prayer and strategizing of how our Friday night meetings will work best. November 22nd we had an informational meeting in the annex after second service and got a great response with approximately 20 people in attendance and the beginnings of our support team began to unfolded.

On December 5th we joined the Philadelphia church of Seattle as well as the team from Westgate Chapel in training by Pastor Ron Brooks. December 14th we had a follow up meeting to discuss the training and fill out our applications and back ground checks as well as the current support team members.

Pastor Ed and Pastor Justin have approved the applications for our team to date, and on January 8th there will be a practice/organizational meeting with the team in the annex to work out some details. Friday January 15th   at 6:30pm will be the kick off and the beginning meeting of the 2010 ministry year of New Heart Ministries Friday night NHHR meetings.

One of the future visions for this ministry that we have already begun to pray for is a house; not just any house but a healing house for men specifically, to receive intensive and guarded discipleship after recovering from controlling substances.

As pointed out in Psalm 86:11 we intend to teach about the ways of Jesus and attempt to turn their lifestyles in His direction, Ezek 36:26-28. God gave us this vision for GHCC and we know Jeremiah 29:11 say’s HE has a plan, and we are seeking Him earnestly and walking by faith in it.
